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GOODS MOVEMENT TO, FROM AND THROUGH THE REGION 

Goods movement has positive economic benefits to the region but also taxes its available 
infrastructure.  Goods produced within the region and exported generate income for area 
residents and business.  Goods produced outside the region are consumed by the area’s 
households, retail outlets and manufacturers.  In many ways, goods movement is the primary 
indicator of a region’s economic health.  Longer-distance goods movement passing through the 
region has less of an impact but still provides revenue to local businesses such as fuel stations, 
hotels and restaurants. 

The analysis of goods movement to, from and through the region focuses on an analysis of the 
commercially available 2004 Transearch database (Global Insight, 2004) purchased by VDOT.  
The analysis summarizes the database into tons, value and truckloads by STCC2 codes, indexed 
by mode (truck, rail, air and other) and for each county within the region (Culpeper, Fauquier, 
Madison, Orange and Rappahannock). 

Tons, Value and Truckloads Originating Within the Region 

The following section provides more detail about the various goods originating within the region 
by road, rail and air and by each individual county.  Table 12 and Figure 17 present annual tons 
originating within the region by commodity and by mode.  Tables 13 through 16 present rankings 
of the top five commodities by tons originating within the region and for each relevant mode.  
Table 17 and Figure 18 present the annual value of freight originating within the region by 
commodity and by mode.  Tables 18 through 21 present rankings of the top five commodities by 
value originating within the region and for each relevant mode.  Table 22 and Figure 19 present 
annual tons originating within the region by commodity and by each county within the region.  
Table 23 and Figure 20 present annual values originating within the region by commodity and by 
each county within the region.  Table 24 and Figure 21 present annual truck loads originating 
within the region by commodity and by each county within the region. 

Tables 13 through 16 present rankings of the top five commodities by tons originating within the 
region and the rankings of the top five commodities shipped by truck, rail and other modes.  
“Waste and Scrape Materials” is the only commodity originating within the region that was 
shipped by air.  The total shipped by air was .5 tons, which constitutes .000008% of the total tons 
originating within region moved by all modes (truck, rail, air and other).  Most likely, this data is 
simply “noise” within the Transearch database created by the disaggregation of the overall 
national and statewide data sets. 

Highlights of the tables summarizing the top five commodities by tons originating within the region 
and the rankings of the top five commodities shipped by truck, rail and other modes include: 

 Non-Metallic Minerals ranked 1st in overall tons originating within the region and ranked 
1st in the commodity shipped by both truck and rail. 

 Clay, Concrete, Glass or Stone appears in each ranking table. 

 Coal ranked 1st for tons shipped by other mode, the only table the commodity appears.

Highlights of the tables summarizing the top five commodities by value originating within the 
region and the rankings of the top five commodities shipped by truck, rail and other modes 
include: 

 The greatest value of freight originating within the region is shipped by truck 

 Farm Products appears in almost all the rankings, but does not appear in the table 
ranking those commodities shipped by other mode.
